AAP/PSP Launches 2009 PROSE Awards 
 

New York, September 10, 2009: The Professional and Scholarly Publishing (PSP) Division of the Association of American Publishers (AAP) is now accepting submissions for the 2009 American Publishers Awards for Professional and Scholarly Excellence (PROSE). 

 

After a successful re-launch in 2008, the PROSE Awards experienced a year of many firsts, including the debut of a dedicated Awards website, www.proseawards.com, the extension of eligibility to Association of American University Press (AAUP), and the largest number of entries and the most prizes presented in PSP Awards history.  The 2008 PROSE Awards luncheon featured the premiere of the first film produced for the Awards, The Mind of the Judge. The R.R. Hawkins Award, the top PROSE prize, was presented by Priscilla Hawkins Burns, daughter of its namesake, Reginald Robert Hawkins, the former head of the Science and Technology Division of the New York Public Library.  The Mind of the Judge, along with the other multimedia presentations shown at the Awards Luncheon and videos of the entire Awards Ceremony were posted on the PROSE website and on YouTube.

 

Now entering its thirty-fourth year, the PSP Awards program will continue to build on its success and secure its status as the most prominent and respected awards for outstanding achievements in professional and scholarly publishing in the United States.  This year, the submissions process goes electronic.  The 2009 Call for Entries and entry form will be available online only on the PROSE website at www.proseawards.com.  A wide-reaching viral marketing campaign and postcard mailing will be used to drive traffic to the site.

 

The 2009 PROSE Awards Luncheon Ceremony will feature the debut of another specially- produced film, another series of multimedia presentations surveying the 2009 entries and Awards winners, new special guests presenting the top prizes and the Hawkins winner speech.  These presentations will be posted online at www.proseawards.com and on YouTube, giving vastly increased exposure to entry titles and PSP and AAUP member presses.  

 

Eligibility is extended to AAUP member presses again in 2009. There is no limit on the number of submissions per publisher in any category. There are forty categories overall, including six new electronic product categories.  Publishers are encouraged to provide more information about their submissions by including supplementary materials in the form of published reviews; reader reports; and/or editor, publisher or writer endorsements, as these materials help in the judging process.

 

The 2009 PROSE entry fee remains the same as last year: $85 per entry.

 

PROSE Chairman John A. Jenkins, President and Publisher of CQ Press said: “As a publisher, I want to sell books, reach the broadest possible audience of potential buyers, and create a ‘buzz’ about the very best work we do.  That’s one of the reasons I signed on again as chairman of this year’s PROSE Awards. I want to get the word out about great books and it’s happening!  We’ve gotten feedback from last year’s winners about the positive effect on sales.  We’ve had great books in the past, but there are more out there.  That’s why I want to urge my PSP and AAUP colleagues to submit to the PROSE Awards and not miss out on this exciting opportunity!”

 

The 2009 PROSE Awards winners will be announced at a special Awards Ceremony Luncheon on Thursday, February 4, 2010 at the PSP Annual Conference, to be held February 3–5, 2010, at the Renaissance Mayflower Hotel in Washington, DC.
